
 

 

This is a carved bone slide for a tie made 

by Orson Allen Beedy, Company C, 118th 
NYV. He died in Camp Adirondack, an 
Army Hospital in Washington, DC, April 1, 
1863 at 21 years of age. Orson was born in 
Washington County, VT, and enlisted in 
Keene.  

Orson and his two brothers, Almon and 

Orrin Edson all joined the 118
th
. Only 

Almon came home from the war. Orson is 
buried in the Norton Cemetery in Keene. 

Their parents, Phineas and Diomana 

Beede, came to Keene from Vermont in the 
early 1800's. About 1842 they moved from 
their first home, on a geological prominence 
just east of Hull’s Falls still called Beede 
Hill, up the valley to the St. Huberts area. In 
1867 they built a boarding house there 
which survived Phineas‘ death, thereafter 
becoming known as "The Widow Beede's". 
The name changed to "The Astor House" 

when Phineas' daughter, Alma, and her 

husband Royal R. Stetson operated it. It was taken down in the early 1900's and by the 
AuSable Club, a place which was leased by Mr. and Mrs. H.J.W. MacCormack and run as a 
boarding house called "Bradley's " was built nearby, near the Ausable Club.
